The guard is held in place by a bracket installed on the guide bar 

mount and is actuated by the extension of the knifeholder. 

The actuator assembly is reversible; it can be moved to the other 

side of the blade guard strut. See page 

Modified blade guards are available for strip blades and wide rim 

blades.

Adjusting the blade 

guard 

To adjust the guard for a closer fit to the knife blade, turn 

the M5 adjustment set screw (1) clockwise until the guard 

touches the blade, and then back off one-quarter turn. 

The knife blade should spin freely and smoothly on the 

blade hub and not rub on the guard. 
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Removing the blade 

cartridge 

When the 360º Blade Guard cartridge is installed, the blade is 

guarded when the knifeholder is retracted.  

1. Lift lock lever up.

2. Slide cartridge off of knifeholder body.

[Tidland e-Knifeholder dovetail is shown here: cartridge function is the

same on all knifeholders.]

If you are changing the cut side (reversing the blade cartridge 

on the knifeholder), you must reverse the 360º Blade Guard 

actuator assembly if installed. 

You must also reverse the cant key. 
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Reversing the blade 

guard actuator assembly 

Remove the blade cartridge from the knifeholder before 

reversing the actuator assembly.  

If you are using a Performance Series Manual Knifeholder, 

you must also reverse the hose assembly. See page 2-2. 

Before reinstalling the blade cartridge on the knifeholder, remove 

dust and debris from the dovetail interface components. 
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Hose assembly 

Manual knifeholder only 

If you reverse the actuator assembly on a Performance Series 

Manual Knifeholder, you will need to reverse the hose 

assembly.  

1. Disconnect the hose assembly at the cartridge (1).

2. Use 3 mm hex wrench to press in and turn the lock at (2),

and lift the actuator assembly to remove.

3. Reverse the positions of the air plug (3) and air hose

fitting (4) on the cartridge.

4. Install actuator assembly on the side opposite the hose

fitting.

5. Reconnect the hose assembly at the cartridge (5). Make

sure the other end of the hose is still connected to the

knifeholder.

3. Tilt the blade out of the cartridge.
